We wanted to create the effect of
bubbles rising throughout the building and laying to rest on the top floor in the Indigo
lounge. Having successfully worked with Architen Landrell at Londons O2 arena we know they are
always capable of producing our vision.

Architen Lighting have already impressed in the entertainment industry, winning awards for the
work they did at the O2 Arena in London. One of the award winning projects, commissioned by
JPDA in the brands concept store, entailled Architen Lighting producing a wall full of
inflatable, colour changing pillows for the New York architects.

Project manager for both London and Dublin was Christopher Rowell. A lot of work and time was
